with analytical tools to understand the modes of internationalization of firms, the role of multinational corporations in

the globalization process, and their impact on national economies. It will encompass theoretical models of international
trade applied to multinational enterprises, supplemented by recent empirical research findings. Topics covered in the
course include the role of multinational corporations in global value chains, various forms of multinational expansion,

the determination of multinational firm boundaries, empirical determinants of foreign direct investments, their impact

on local economies, and issues related to corporate taxation. By course end, students will possess the skills to analyze
research articles in the field, engage in discussions on key multinational firm issues, and grasp the significance of these
concepts in a global context, equipping them for informed decision-making and critical thinking in the realm of international
business.Matiére3.018.0Lionel Fontagné: Lionel.Fontagne@univ-parisl.frThis course discusses how globalization affects

the environment. A first part reviews the theoretical and empirical direct and indirect links between globalization and the
environment and ask whether globalization is necessarily bad for the environment. A second part analyzes the possible
conflicts between environmental protection objectives and trade liberalization efforts (WTO, RTAs). A last part discusses how
the necessary conditions for an ambitious emissions reduction policy and how trade policies can help to address climate
change.Matiere3.018.0INTERNATIONALISATION ET LOGISTIQUE DES PMECarole Lax - 18 heuresGagner des parts de marché
sur ses concurrents passe souvent par une réduction des marges sur un marché intérieur qui n'est pas extensible.
